General Business:
Velodrome:
· Wendy discussed the Department of Sport & Recreation Facility Grant Application.  Wendy reported that the SHCC are eligible to apply for this funding and that Darren, Tonia, & herself have developed a funding plan for the lighting of the Velodrome.  Wendy presented a proposal to the Committee re a pledge of $14,000 from the SHCC for the Lighting of the Velodrome – see attached proposal;
· No decision was made due to lack of committee member numbers.  Wendy to f/up with the President;
· Darren went through the lighting design & format for the Velodrome & provided an update on council contact, reporting that Peter T; Steve F; & Richard V will be meeting with Council on the 27th Feb re the Velodrome Project – see attached report;
· Darren provided an update on Junior Development & recommended the club put forward Alex Delamont as the nominated junior for the Illawarra Institute of sport – see attached report for update;
· Harry reported on summer racing plans & accountability- the following were raised by Frank Perger with Harry re the Medway Race on 1/12/09:

 

        1.    No great problems, but.

        2.    Some inconsistencies in what took place and what is in the TMP.

               a. Three Marshals at one turn around and 1 at the other

   b. Concern re accreditation and terminology around Traffic Co-ordinators,   

   Marhsals, and Helpers. Only Traffic Coordinators authorised to take on role

  of directing traffic i.e. the stop - go signs.

3.  There had been a complaint from either the company or a truck driver re the conduct racing at Medway.  Frank suggested we send them a copy of our racing schedule accompanied with a letter so the truck drivers know when to expect us; 

4.  Concern re riding in single file – Harry explained to him that in racing there is regular turn-around where the front rider moves over to allow the rear rider to the front which give the effect of riding two abreast and which is lawful under the traffic laws.  Harry reported that he also explained to Frank that the finish sprint  goes beyond that and may take up a lane but where any rider crosses the centre line they are disqualified.

        5.  Frank made note that bikes with strong flashing light were far more visible

         than bikes without lights.   Harry informed Frank that we are pushing to have

         all riders have the stronger flashing light at front and rear.  

        6.  Next Traffic facilities meeting is 1 March 2010 with the Council meeting

         scheduled for 10 March 2010.

· Steve reported that he has had the road racing maps updated and will ask Roger to convert them to a format where they can be edited, for Harry to submit for the application.  There was a suggestion put forward that Harry submit the Summer & Winter approvals together;

· It was decided by the committee that lights on bikes for winter will be required to meet a minimum standard of wattage, there will be a short grace period, & then enforced by the race Commisaire.
