b. Sesquicententenary (150 years in 2013) Moss Vale V’s Bowral: Club supports the idea of running a one off race to support the council’s celebrations of the two townships. Richard V suggested holding a time trial from Bowral town clock to Moss Vale town clock and back. To be discussed further at the next meeting.
c. Velodrome update: A meeting with council and the contractor is set down for Friday 27th. Update at the next meeting.
d. Caleb Ewan Fundraising Evening – reminder: 100 names so far, hoping for 150.
e. Club Road trailer payment: Kath B to pay online ASAP
f. Clothing update - Much left? : Peter D not present – no update on stock levels
g. Club winter jackets request: Need to order minimum of 10, Kath B to check with Champion System. Money to be paid before ordering.
h. Tues & Thurs night training rides back on the website: All agreed for this to go back on the website, Roy McEwan to do 

i. 12-hour organizing committee: Wendy D has agreed to help. Meg P will help with promo. Rob to call Chad to organise meeting before next club meeting. Fiona M to pay deposit at Regatta Centre.
 
j. 3 Hour MTB in July 24th: Encourage more people from further afield.
k. Sale of spare jerseys etc – raised $305 for Caleb: Meg P is going to do the same idea at a road race.

l. Perpetual Ride of the Year Trophy: Club has agreed to pay for the replacement cost of the lost trophy that was last given to Mark Walters.
General business:

Darren L sought clarification from the club committee if they still supported the joint capital project with council.

Darren L to give Meg the DA paperwork for Iron Mines MTB project.

Criterium Track: Paperwork to go to Rob B and Rob B to talk to Peter Tomlinson about taking the project forward.

Velodrome Lighting Project: Peter T to talk to Blue scope steel, which is a supporter of the Illawarra Acedamy of Sport, about supplying pole material has a reduced cost to help keep the project under budget.

Downhill MTB project: MTB committee doesn’t want to take on the project. The MTB committee is not opposed to the project.

Darren L said 3 clubs (Goulburn, Wollongong, Western Sydney) have shown interest in using the course. Meg wants in writing that the clubs will use the downhill course. The Ben Mikic Foundation (BMF) is supporting the project. Darren L sought clarification that the club still supports the project. MTBA and NSW MTB has seen the proposal and are keen to use, as it is a great location, very unique offering, close to facilities. Kath B noted that the Downhill and Criterium projects needed to be prioritised. Darren L meet with the local indigenous community group, who toured the proposed site for 2 hours in April. A Fitzroy Falls Ranger was also present. Recommendation to council to do a artifact study of  the area.Darren L also soke to the Rural Fire Service. Tried to contact the local Rock Climbing group. 3 years ago the WSC committed to policing the rock face.  The rock climbers agreed not to climb the site. Kath B suggested that the BMF should attend the next MTB meeting to discuss. Meg P to call Phil Herd to discuss. To be dicussed at the next MTB meeting if the SHCC will be involved and how so with the BMF.
