1. Welcome and Apologies

5.      Treasurer’s Report

Advised that the club bank balance is $XXXXXXX
To be paid from that is Marshalling Course (KB mentioned numbers were down however the club still had to pay) and the Cycle Skills Course. Approx $3000-.

Interclub Entries – previously this has been a problem getting some club members to pay. KB put forward motion that no member will be entered if they have not paid. All Agreed. FM will be the member collecting money and names. Email reminders to be sent out to all club members. GD wants all committee members to support FM in not allowing entries if no payment. All agreed. Discussion was held in regard to putting BSB and A/C no on website. SF to investigate.

Club Clothing -  KB advises the club owns $9000- of clothing.

All agreed that the current stock should be used before any more clothing is ordered. The responsibility of the clothing and collecting cash needs to be addressed. KB advise banked some cheques for clothing only last week dating back to August 2009. All agreed this is not satisfactory and SF to look into.

6.  General Business

Coaching and Junior Development - DL

Level 1 Road Training still in planning stages, DL chasing funding and options SF mentioned the club supports DL in pursuing grant money.

Cycle Skills course has been conducted at Chevalier College although not yet completed.

Level 1 MTB Course to be conducted on 24-25 July with 16 participants. Chev College will be funding 2 places, Mikic Foundation to fund 4 places, 5 places are from other clubs and hoping SHCC will fund remaining 5 places. KB suggested the possibility of SHCC members fund their own to ensure they go and then they can claim back from SHCC when they are qualified. Discussion to carry on next meeting as no firm result was obtained.

DL hoping to see 20 Cycle Skills Coaches by end of year.

· 11 Level 1 MTB

· All will be current and active SHCC members

DL believes Junior Development is a growing area and MTB is where the interest is certainly gaining popularity. Numerous attendees agreed with this.

DL sought confirmation that Juniors can claim entry fees for Open Events back from the club – Confirmed Yes by SF and KB that this has been the case for some time and have no problem with Juniors claiming back money, Caleb Ewan was one Junior some time ago the club supported but can’t really recall any since then. Most likely juniors are not aware that they can do this.

SF mentioned that juniors who are being funded by the club for entry fees at Open Events should be wearing our Club Jersey if possible. Different case however if they are say an Institute rider though.

DL reports been in contact with Stuart Chadwick from Council in regard to MTB trail sustainability and is an area that Council will be working on.

Further detail may be sought from written report to club by DL.

Other General Business

GD raised the question why are we getting Commissaires to do Marshalling Course when they are not going to be using it as they rarely to never act as a Marshall as they are would be acting as Commissaire? SF answered that his point was true however in the event that we didn’t have enough Marshal’s at an event the Commissaire would be able to conduct that role if the need arose.

GD mentioned that at the Canyonleigh course recently a child was seen holding the stop sign by various members and this could potentially be dangerous. KB mentioned that the adult responsible was told this was not ok and the parents were embarrassed this had happened and would not again.

PT has recently attended the Cycling NSW AGM and advised considering the financials of Cycling NSW being $40K in the black that they were doing ok. Membership experienced a 5-6% growth and a very successful year of racing. Ron Peet retired and will be missed. PT retained the position of handicapper.
